A New Village Shop!

With the enthusiastic support of the Community Council, we are starting the
process of establishing a new community shop.

The current proposal is to site the community shop in the Public Car Park next to the
Church Hall (not at the Community Centre), and run it (at least initially) from
a shipping container (or other similar structure).

The shop would be staffed by a team of volunteers and would be set up as

a community owned and run, not-for-profit co-op (in the form of a "Community
Benefit Society"). The community would be able to buy shares (for a reasonable
share price) to help fund and run the shop, and each person would have 1 vote no
matter how many shares they purchased. This means that you would be able to own
shares in the shop and have the opportunity to have your say on how the shop is run
and stocked. (You can find more information on Community Benefit Societies @
https://cwmpas.coop/what-is-a-community-benefit-society.) We would also apply
for grants to help us set up.

The aim would be to open before the end of the year, possibly around
October/November.

We would sell products to fit all budgets and tastes, and we would focus
on offering local products to the extent possible.
